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Summary 

The Canadian Centre on Disability Studies (CCDS) is carrying out a project called “Disability, Development and Diversity: People with Disabilities in Canada and Around the World”. The project is funded by the Canadian International Development Agency. The aim of the project is to increase the knowledge of middle school students on the issues facing people with disabilities with the hope of encouraging positive changes in perceptions and attitudes toward disability. To that end, CCDS has developed an awareness toolkit and accompanying resources for all middle school classes. Select teachers in Saskatchewan and Manitoba are currently piloting the Toolkit and proving feedback on it.

The Toolkit has four important focuses:
1. The language of disability
2. Different ways of looking at and understanding disability
3. Disability around the world
4. Disability in the media.

Each module provides objectives, links to the relevant curriculum in Manitoba and Saskatchewan, background information for teachers, classroom activities, and supporting resources.
